You will have seen in Mr Hughes'’ letter to parents before the Easter break that
this Friday we are having a Digital Lift Off which launches our plan to bring more
one to one devices to our children and enhance technology across school. On
Friday the children will be asked to dress in bright colours to signify their bright
future as well as donate £1 to help with starting off our technology fund.

The first step is to provide all our Y3 to Y6 children with a personal iPad, funded
