Uniform at Hackwood 
We believe that it is important for children to wear school uniform to feel part of the team.  

 

• Grey trousers / skirt / pinafore dress (No leggings, tracksuit bottoms or jeans may be worn. Skirts 
must be knee length or longer) 

• Grey school shorts / purple checked dresses may be worn in the Summer Term 

• White or purple polo shirt or white school shirt 

• Purple sweatshirt or cardigan with school logo 

• Black school shoes (Trainers, sandals and flip flops must not be worn) 

• For PE only, black shorts with a white t-shirt. Tracksuit bottoms / leggings may also be worn for PE 
where appropriate (not for gymnastics) 

• A purple book bag (1 provided free by the school on admission) 

• Trainers must be provided for PE outside, plimsols can be worn for indoor PE.
